We will:-

o Listen carefully to others.

o  Distinguish between different sounds in-
cluding letters.

o  Blend and segment words.

o Begin to recognise rhyming words.

(Brown Bear,
Brown Bear and Little Red Hen).

e Begin to recognise words in books

o  Begin to form letters.

We will:-
o  Settle into Reception and learn the class routines.
e  Make new friends and play with others.
o  Develop relationships and communicate with staff and other children.
e Learn the class rules and follow them.
o  Share toys and resources with others.
o  Choose our own activities. (Get the equipment out and tidy it away).
e  Show care and concern for others and our classroom.
e Learn how to express our needs and feelings in appropriate ways.
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Maths
We will:-
e  Count forwards and backwards to 10.
e  Introduce 1 more.
o  Count groups of objects accurately, touching each one.
o  Explore how to split the quantity of 5 into 2 groups e.g. 1 and 4, 2 and 3.
o  Estimate within 5.
. Compare quantities within 5. (Which has more / fewer).
e  Sort objects and talk about what is the same.
e  Compare objects and use words to compare them e.g. longer, shorter, taller.
. Complete ABAB patterns e.g. complete a red, blue, red, blue, red, blue bead

pattern.
Talk about the pattern of the school day using the words morning, afternoon,
now, next, after playtime, after lunch, before home time.

e Mark the beat in music using body per-
cussion e.g. clapping, and tapping.

e  Copy, memorise and perform simple hand
action songs.

e  Paint with broad brushes.

We will:-

e  Thread beads and use small pegs and peg boards.

e Hold scissors correctly and cut along straight lines.

o  Join materials with glue sticks.

o  Join construction materials e.g. Lego and Mobilo

e Move safely in a large space, negotiating obstacles.
